BSTB educational note taken from FM 3-90.61:

The creation of modular brigades began in 2004. To
form the BSTB, platoon-to-company sized units were
reorganized and reassigned from traditional division or
separate brigade units. During these conversions, the
dissolving of company parent organizations and smaller
units regularly assigned to brigades removed their unit
services of command, control, and administration. To
accommodate these vital brigade services, the brigade
special troops battalion (BSTB) was formed so BCT
commanders could concentrate their efforts on the enemy,
not on the daily efforts of sustaining brigade support. The
BSTB provides command and control (C2), administrative,
and sustainment support to organic and attached combat
support units. Included among these units are a military
intelligence (MI) company; a signal network support
company; an engineer company (IBCT only); a military
police (MP) platoon; and a chemical, biological,
radiological, and nuclear (CBRN) platoon. Common
attachments are likely to include civil affairs (CA), public
affairs (PA), psychological operations (PSYOP), explosive
ordnance disposal (EOD), chemical units, and other
modular enablers providing support as the BCT requires.
